Copy a layer in the layers palette.

2
Delete a layer in the layers palette.

3
Go to image on the top bar, go down to image size and change the size of the image.

4
Go to filters on the top bar and change the image in one of the filters to make it more appropriate for a horror story.

5
Go to image on the top bar then to image adjust and try out changing some of the colours.

6
Cut and Paste. Select the selection tool in the tools palette and cut out, move and stick down a part of your picture.

7
Flatten all the layers.

8
Print out a black and white copy of your image.
