The reverse tracing technique


This is simply a way of getting an image from a previously-made drawing onto the screen.

An acetate sheet is traced from an image; it is then put onto the computer screen and a paint tool is used to trace the image in reverse.

This results in a simple linear image being developed.

When modelling the technique explain that the image is to be a line image. Demonstrate the use of brush size as well as explaining the use of editing and erasing tools.
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A traced image on acetate is put against the monitor screen.
It is then retraced onto the computer screen, using a ‘paint brush’ tool from a paint or digital manipulation programme.
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
