E-mail projects


Setting up a collaborative project, using e-mail

The success of this project is dependent on careful planning and establishing a link with another institution, locally or nationally, with which to collaborate. 

Start by talking to the ICT coordinator about existing school links.

If your school has no existing links make contact with a colleague in a neighbouring school. Alternatively you can find help in finding a partner school through ‘World Links’, a global learning network linking thousands of students and teachers around the world via the Internet for collaborative projects and integration of technology into learning.

Once you have found a teacher or school to collaborate with:

•
design the project;

•
exchange pupil names and addresses;

•
form teams with members from each class;

•
pupils send self-introductions to their group;

•
pupils use e-mail to collaborate on a task;

•
pupils complete project assignment.
